
The Battle of Lexington and Concord- April 19, 1775 

· After the first shot was fired, eight militia men were dead, nine were injured. Only one British soldier was injured. 
· The British then traveled on to Concord in search of weapons. They burned the ones’s they found, and when people noticed the fire they thought the whole town was burning down. 
· At Concord’s North Bridge more fighting broke out which was named ‘the shot heard round the world’ 
· More then 2,000 militia-men also called Minute-Men assembled to help fight the British. 
· In order to try and retreat faster the British dropped weapons and clothing. 
· The British were able to retreat and reach Charlestown Neck, where they could get help from the Navy. 
· 250 British were killed or wounded, and 90 Minute Men were killed or wounded.
