
The Stamp Act- March 22, 1765 

· The colonists were worried that if they let Parliament pass the Stamp Act without protest, then Parliament would pass more taxes on them. (“A Summary of the 1765 Stamp Act” History.org). 
· Britain’s reasoning for taxing the colonies, was they were looking to raise money to help pay for the debt of the war. 
· Also, some of the money earned would be used to keep British soldiers in the colonies, in order to prevent fighting between the colonists and the Native Americans. 
· To protest the stamp Act, the colonists formed mobs to intimidate stamp collectors to resign. 
· Parliament realized the Stamp Act was not working, and repealed it in 1766.
